031/15 - Public Question Time

Mr & Mrs Barnard's interest related to the planning applications 15/00709/LBC and 15/00708/FUL which was dealt with when the planning applications were debated.
032/15 -  Approval of the Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th February 2015
The Minutes of the meeting of the 16th February 2015, having been previously circulated to all members and considered by them, were approved by the members and signed by the Chairman as being a true record of the meeting.

033/15:  Matters arising from the Minutes of 16th February 2015 not dealt with elsewhere in the Agenda

No matters arising were raised.

034/15 - Reports from Councillors

Cllr. Gray reported on the public library consultation taking place in Church Stretton.  There has been huge opposition to the proposal to move the library into the school's premises.  A final decision is awaited.

The planning proposal to build 85 new houses at New House Farm is currently being considered by the Highways Authorities due to the proposed access onto the A49.  A decision is not expected for another three months.  There is considerable opposition to the scheme as it involves building within the AONB.

The new gas mains works which have disrupting traffic within Church Stretton is due to be completed this week.
035/15 - Planning applications and related matters.

035/15/1
15/00624/LBC - application by Mr P Williams, Chelmick Manor, Chelmick, SY6 7HA for alterations to gate posts and re-gravelling of driveway at Chelmick Manor, a Grade II listed building.
The members studied the plans and concluded that the proposed new gateposts were far more in keeping with the architecture of the house than the existing ones: thus it was proposed and unanimously voted that the application should be supported and there were no objections to it.
035/15/2
15/00709/LBC and 15/00708/FUL  Applications by Mr L Farquhar of Ticklerton Hall, Ticklerton, SY6 7DQ (a Grade II listed building) for the conversion of a barn and outbuilding into a self-contained dwelling house, joined by a link-extension, at Ticklerton Hall.
Mr & Mrs Barnard are adjoining owners whose property will be affected by this application.

The floor plans supplied were not easy to follow and none of the plans contained measurements, hence it was difficult to assess how high the proposed link-extension will be, and thus how much it will cast shade upon the adjoining house and garden, the fear being it will exclude all sunlight in the winter months.  After discussion it was proposed and unanimously agreed by the vote, that the application be supported, with a caveat that the height of the link extension should be kept to a minimum and insulation to a maximum so as  to reduce impact on the neighbouring property.
036/15  - Minor Highway & Environmental Matters
036/15/1
Cllr. Pugh reported that he has had a look at the fence posts by Lower House Farm, Ticklerton, with a view to renewing them and the fencing:  there may be some difficulty in removing the existing concrete fence posts.  He hopes to have an estimate for the works by the next meeting.

036/15/2

It was generally agreed by members that many of the roads around the parishes are in very poor condition, especially Yules Bank , Darby Lane and around New Hall, Eaton.  It was agreed the Clerk will raise this with Chris Jackson and the Highways Department.

036/15/3

Councillors discussed the road between Ticklerton and Acton Scott.  This is a narrow road, which narrows to a single carriageway between "Greystones" and "New House".  This causes problems when lorries, large vans or agricultural machinery meet as there is insufficient room to pass.  It was debated whether to approach the Highways Department to see if a lay-by could be created.  Cllr. Pugh felt if the hedge was cut back an adequate  lay-by could be created: it was agreed that Cllr. Pugh will contact the landowner (Mr Dale) to see if he is agreeable to the proposed widening scheme and will report back to the next meeting.

039/15 - Creation of a website for Eaton Under Heywood & Hope Bowdler Parish Council
The Clerk had advised members by "e" mail that all parish councils are required to have a website by the 1st April 2015, on which they must post their agendas, minutes and any important notices. No members were aware of any local website we can utilize.  The Clerk is  trying to establish a website: she has approached the administrator of Shropshire Council's  Community Website - www.2shrop.net, which a number of parish councils use.  He has agreed to create a site for Eaton Under Heywood & Hope Bowdler Parish Council, but has warned that funding for the www.2shrop.net website is going to be withdrawn by Shropshire Council within the next 12 months, so other arrangements will have to be made after this.
040/15 - Adoption of Parish Council's Financial Regulations
The new proposed Financial Regulations had been discussed at the previous meeting and considered by members in the interim.  A final version was presented to the meeting by the Clerk.  Cllr. Gray proposed that the Financial Regulations be adopted; Cllr. Jones seconded, and the members voted unanimously for their adoption.
